2. Regulations of Thesis Format

A. Paper size and quality: printed on A4 paper measuring 210mm x 297mm. The paper
used for the front and back cover should be at least 200 pounds. 3t 5 % /& & *
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B. Layout for margins: Each and every page must have the margins set to top: 3cm,
bottom: 2.5cm, left: 2.5cm, right: 2.5cm. Page numbers at the center in the bottom.
See Figure 1.

C. Font type and size: When using English text, the font type must be Times New
Roman 14pt. When using traditional Chinese text, the font type must be (Font
name) 14pt. The direction of all text must be from left to right and from top to
bottom. Direct quotation and citations of foreign resources must be in their original
language and following the appropriate APA citations and referencing guidelines.

(2) Use Capital Roman numerals (I, II, III...) to number the pages from English
Abstract to List of Figures.

(3) Use Arabic numerals (1, 2, 3, 4...) to number the rest pages including all
chapters and Appendixes.

Binding: Must be bound on the left hand side of your thesis. On the spine, the year
of your graduation, type of degree (master, the title of your thesis, the school name,
the department name and author’s name. See Appendix 1

Front Cover: School name, full name of department or graduate program, master or
doctoral degree, the title of the thesis, advisor’s name, author’s name and the date
should all be noted. The date shall be written as the month, date and year. The date
shall be the last day of the semester that the degree has been granted; i.e. January 31
for the Fall semester and July 31 for the Spring semester.

Table of Contents: All chapter titles of the figures and tables that you have used in
your dissertation, along with the corresponding page numbers. Please refer to
Appendix 7 that shows you an example.

Headings:

Main headings are used for always begin on a new page, are centered, and are
capitalized. The main heading is used for chapters or titled sections, the titles of the
preliminary divisions of the paper, and other titled sections of the paper. Please be
guided the example shown in Appendix 8

Subheadings are used for divisions of the various chapters or titled sections of the
manuscript. Subheadings must be used in the same order, levels cannot be skipped,
and must be used consistently throughout the manuscript.

Many students use no more than one or two levels of subheadings. Some, however,
require additional levels.

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Abstract

It has been proven that music can create a pleasant, relaxing and motivating
atmosphere that allows English as a Foreign Language (EFL) learners feel less
stressful and consequently, learn more effectively. Learning EFL through lyrics
helps expand vocabulary, advance listening ability, break culture barriers, reduce
difficulty in understanding foreign-sounding accents, and acquire essential
conversational English phrases. The purpose of this study was to investigate the
effectiveness of lyrics training as an alternative learning tool for EFL listening.
This study was conducted with 34 freshmen students from one university in
central Taiwan as participants.
